Return of the great American Road Trip

This story takes place in early August 2021. You know the plan;
duck out of work early on a Friday to start your vacation a little early,
always flawless. By always, I mean never. I have several “deferred
maintenance” jobs on my 07 335, one of which is the vent fan. It
quit on me in 2015, but I read somewhere in an E90 forum that if you
spray a little WD-40 in there and give it a few spins, you'd be back in
business. For 6 years, every few months I would pop off the cabin air filter,
couple squirts and spins, good to go for another 6 months. Keep in mind that [ am no mechanic.

This brings us to the Thursday before departure, the vent fan has died. No amounts of WD-40
will bring this thing back to life. New plan, I find a parts store with the fan in stock, I'll grab it on
my way home Friday after ducking out early. Pop the old one out, new one in and I'll be back to
enjoying the A/C goodness.

Recently BMW announced the end of their European -""”
Delivery Program for the US market. The reasons o
given relate to a preference among customers in the
US for X-models, and a low demand for European
delivery. I'm a bit surprised at this announcement,
especially since I have known many BMW owners
who enjoyed taking delivery in Munich, visiting BMW
Welt, and then using their new BMW to travel around
Europe. There is no better vacation for the BMW
enthusiast!

Porsche still provides the option for US customers to order in the US and pick up in Zuffenhausen
on the north side of Stuttgart, where they can then find the opportunity to enjoy driving some very
marvelous roads that meander and flow across the state of Baden-Wiirttemberg, which I admit is

a place where I love to live and drive. The roads here are amazing, the scenery is beautiful, and
the food is astounding. Finally, the Alps are not that far away. The autobahn is also available but

it is often congested, which is why Stuttgart is frequently called “Staugart” by the locals. 1like the
autobahn, but a drive through the country on the backroads is how I prefer spending my time. Why
should Porsche owners have all the fun?

There is a way for BMW owners to enjoy the roads here! There is a way for a US citizen to purchase
a US specification BMW or MINI here in Germany, and enjoy the roads and culture that Europe has
to offer. There is only one catch. You have to be part of the US military or a diplomat to use BMW’s
Military Car Sales. BMW has several dealerships across Germany strategically located near bases
used by the US military. Thankfully the offer is there for those in military uniform, US government
civilian employees, and contractors with Status of Forces Agreement status. Meeting those
requirements will allow the buyer to purchase a US specification BMW or MINI, use it while living in
Germany, and bring home good memories and an awesome souvenir.

[ have purchased two cars through this service since moving to Germany as a US government

= TR civilian. I was car shopping before leaving
Virginia, and that continued when I landed in
| Stuttgart. I originally thought about buying a
| Euro-spec used car, something I can’t have in
the US. After selling 2 cars in the US before
leaving, I realized that approach had a few
flaws, especially since I wanted something
nice which usually costs more. Cheap cars go
quickly. The above $10,000 dollar machinery
may sit on the lot for weeks or months.
Trying to sell a used car while in the middle of
amove to the US did not appeal to me, which
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meant I had to get a US-specification car that I could bring
back.

[ was glad my hotel had good connectivity to the internet
since this enabled checking the market after my arrival in
Germany, While scrolling through the website for Bavarian
Motor Cars (bavarianmotorcars.com) I came across pages
which contained BMWs and MINIs, new and used, for sale!
Since I shipped over my 2-door John Cooper Works MINI
hardtop, I realized we needed an SUVish vehicle. Thanks to
the internet, we found a nice house with a garage built in the era of the VW Beetle. After signing the
paperwork, I realized that my planned X5 would not fit, and an X3 would fit but I would have to stay

in the car unless I did not mind using the tailgate hatch for entry and exit all the time. Maybe the
sunroof, but I am not a gymnast! After comparison shopping while wandering and wondering around
the Base Exchange parking lot, I realized that the BMW X1 and X2 would be a good choice, but then
noticed that BMW offered very good deals on set packages for the Countryman S All4. My wife and I
found a MINI Countryman S All4 available in the traditional MINI rally colors of white roof over a Chili
red body. It even had a John Cooper Works steering wheel!

That is how we met Antony Jones, one of the most knowledgeable, customer-oriented, likeable
salesmen I have ever met who truly enjoys BMWs and MINIs. I submitted the online inquiry form
one evening, and Antony called the next day. I enjoyed his friendly, straight-forward manner as he
asked me several key questions to confirm our desires and our capabilities in terms of buying the
car. The best part is he coached us through the entire process. Debbie and I drove to the dealership
in Wiirzburg to meet him in person, test drive a similar MINI to the one we wanted, process some
paperwork, and place a deposit on the MINI we wanted.

The next few weeks involved moving into the house we were renting, setting up utilities, starting a
new job, and doing the paperwork required by the US Military, the German government, and BMW.
Thankfully Antony has done this for a very long time, and we found ourselves relying on his coaching
as we dealt with the Fujiwara effect of competing bureaucracies. There were bills of sale, customs
forms, money transfers, acknowledgment of service, etc, etc, etc. The good thing is Bavarian Motor
Cars has things like a US bank account that helped with the money transfer (the car was priced in US
dollars), and the forms which were needed to work with all the various entities.

Once our car was delivered and prepped at the dealer, Bavarian Motor Cars reserved a hotel room for
us in Wiirzburg, near the Altstadt (old city). My wife and I dropped off our rental car at the Stuttgart
airport and went downstairs to catch the train to Wiirzburg. Upon arrival, we enjoyed a pleasant walk

. Leaaid at sunset through a beautiful park to our hotel.

Later that evening, we ate dinner at a sidewalk
table overlooking the river, and then explored
the historic area and old bridge after dark. The
next morning, we enjoyed a nice breakfast and a

DETAILING WITH MR.Q
PAINT PREP

Materials Needed:

Clay Bar
¢ Spray Detailer/Lubricant
¢ Microfiber Towel

When it comes to polishing automotive finishes to
perfection, nothing is more critical than prep work.
Specifically, removing microscopic contaminates that have
adhered to painted surfaces. Get these caught up under the pad of your buffer and you might as
well have polished with an orbital sander.

Our method for removing such pesky contaminates is something I'm particularly proud of. Q
Branch uses nothing but the finest in twenty-first century automotive technology for this job. It’s
called a clay bar. Clay Barring is the process of rubbing a clay bar over all painted surfaces to lift
away remnant contaminates, such as brake dust, road tar, bug splatter, etc.

Clay barring should be done immediately after washing, as you
want to minimize the amount of contamination on the surface
before beginning the procedure. With the car perfectly clean,
having not been driven anywhere since being washed, mold a
clay bar to fit comfortably in your hand, spray (the car and the
bar) with some type of quick detailer or soap solution, and begin
rubbing over the painted surfaces of the car. As with washing,
work from the cleanest surface to the dirtiest, which would
usually mean top to bottom. Wipe off the excess spray detailer as
you work your way around the vehicle.

bright red 2019 MINI Cooper S Countryman All4. We have never regretted our choice, and despite the
paperwork, it was a very pleasant car buying experience, one that I would not mind doing again. After
the local BMW Genius explained our car, we drove away for the mandatory visit to the nearby customs
yard (inspection and stamps on the paperwork to make it official), followed by driving our new MINI
home on the autobahn! And yes, it fit in the garage! The best part is the Countryman fits in our life,
comfortably conveying us as we explore the Alps, Italy, and other parts of Europe.

And then along came COVID. Travel was restricted. Bicycle sales went up because we were allowed
to exercise but not go anywhere. The bikeways here are outstanding. The mountain bike trails are
fun and challenging. The MINI helped us find new trails to explore so that we could continue to enjoy
the outdoors and remain sane during the pandemic.

We met at Taste off Shore Drive, where we
exchanged pleasantries, waited for other
members to arrive, and engaged in tire-kicking
banter.

For instance, the distillery’s Maple Whiskey was paired with
a sweet potato dish that utilized the whiskey in a brown butter reduction sauce. The Woo Woo
Vodka was paired with rigatoni alla vodka.

Each course was artfully conceived, fluently prepared, and beautifully presented. The most
captious foodie would have found the experience both pleasantly educative and satisfying to
their palate. There’s an ethereal, hedonic pleasure that can be derived from enjoying a high-
quality individualized meal. This experience delivered exactly that.

market, and I looked at the particular cars near my work.

[ finally settled on either an M2 or a Z4. Several years ago, my wife had the opportunity to ride in a
friend’s BMW Z4 roadster on one of our first outings with the Tidewater Chapter of the BMW CCA.
Since then, she kept looking at Z4s with a certain glowing fondness in her eyes. That glow strongly
influenced our decision as to which car to buy. We both wanted a grand touring car, something good
for a weekend trip to Grossglockner, Lago Garda or Lago Como. Iwanted the balance and power to
flow through the Alps. So, we set our eyes on a Z4, with a caveat. I get to choose the motor!

Round 2 with Antony. We brought each other up to date on life, interspersed with discussions

about the Z4 that my wife and [ wanted. Bavarian Motor Cars had two Z4 M40i roadsters in the
pipeline, a black one and a white one. I normally like black, but to me the black Z4 said “racer” more
than I wanted. The white car had the cognac leather interior, and looked very nice in the digital
presentations. It said Grand Tour to me, so Bavarian Motor Cars put our name on it!

Like last time, Antony coached us through the process. Since I was trading the John Cooper Works
MINI, Antony set up an appointment at a nearby BMW dealer that is part of their chain for the
inspection. Our JCW MINI was in great condition according to the 30-plus page report (in German)
that came out of that process. Antony and I confirmed the trade-in value, and finalized the numbers.

Despite COVID, we received news of the car being built in its factory in Graz, Austria, and eventually
it arrived at the dealer in Wiirzburg. Appointments were set, I picked up the registration, and

we drove our JCW MINI to the dealer where we met our new Z4. COVID restrictions muted the
experience compared to the night in a hotel, but we were treated well. The BMW Genius took the
time explaining how our car worked, and then we went to the Customs yard to finish that part of the
process. Then we drove home, remembering to keep it under 4500 RPM and no more than 100 MPH
until we had driven 2000 miles.

As many of you who picked up your BMWs in Europe will attest, there is nothing like the experience
of driving these cars here on the roads where they were engineered and developed. Antony Jones
and Bavarian Motor Cars enriched the experience for us by taking tedious bureaucratic processes
and making them part of the magic of buying a BMW or MINI in Europe. I will be out driving the Alps
next weekend!
