Why are car makers adding this and what are
the claims? This concept became popular in
Europe in 2007 and now the Micro Hybrid is
common in Europe and expanding rapidly in
China. The system increases fuel mileage and
reduces tale pipe emission. The claim is 5 to
10% reduction in fuel consumption as well as
elimination of the pollutants generated from
an idling engine. As the CAFE fuel mileage
requirements increase and more stringent pollu-
tion requirements take effect, this approach is a
relatively low-cost means to increase fuel mile-
