Remember the sound limit at Qualcomm: all cars must be 
under a 92db noise level – we’ll be checking!

Newcomers: We’ve all had a first time and we’re all still 
learning, so relax, have fun, and enjoy your time with us. You 
will have an instructor take you around the course  

for one lap in your car showing you turn-in points, braking 
zones and so on. Your instructor will then ride with you for 
your next three laps helping you learn the course. In your 
next session, and the timed runs, you can have an instructor 
with you as much or as little as you want – whatever makes 
you comfortable. These events are what you make them; 
you can push for good lap times and enjoy the friendly 
competition or you can have more of a social event where 
running laps is just another part of a fun-filled day.

Gates will open at 6:30am; tech and registration will open 
at 7:00am. Tech will close at 8:20am and no cars will be 
inspected or allowed to run after this time. There is a 
mandatory drivers meeting at 8:30am and the course 
opens for runs at 9:00am. 
When you arrive:
1. If you registered online, stop at the gate to sign the 
waiver and notify the Gate Greeter. Your name will be 
checked off the pre-registration list. All participants must 
show their BMW CCA membership card. Those who did 
not register online will receive a numbered card at the gate 
in their order of arrival; take it to the Registration table. 
There is no guarantee that spots will be available for 
those who wait to register the day of the event.
2. Empty all loose items from your car, then go through the 
Tech Line and have your car inspected. Bring your Tech 
card and you will receive Tech and helmet stickers.
3. Take Gate card and Tech card to Registration to get 
checked off for pre-registration or pay your $65 entry 
fee. You will receive car numbers to place on your side 
windows.
4. If you don’t have a helmet, you can rent one from the 
club for $10.
5. Your entry fee of $65.00 includes one lunch and 
unlimited beverages. Additional lunches can be purchased 
at Registration for $7 each. 
Women drivers and Novices are classified based upon 
the car they are driving. We award a Women’s Class 
trophy to the woman with the fastest time, and two 
Novice trophies to the two fastest novices. This means 
women and novices will be eligible for multiple trophies. 
You are only a novice for the first and second time you 
autocross, and if you win a novice or class trophy you 
are no longer a novice.

Run-Off Results
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Connor Bloum was the Smartest 
driver, winning the day with a 
lightning-fast time of 91.134.
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During the instructor run-off, I overheard a driver comment 
“autocrossing that vehicle isn’t safe.” His comment was assuming a 
top-heavy balance of the Smart car. After 14+ drivers and 30+ laps, 
some of them unbelievably fast, neither of the cars showed  
any desire to be anything other than shiny side up. 

Stating the obvious, the Smart car is small. More specifically, it’s 
short. It’s the same height and width of a normal small car, but the 
door handle seems like it’s straight up from the rear wheel. The 
seating position is very minivan – uppright, unsupportive seats, 
a PRND selector, and 2 pedals. Also, the instrument cluster was 
light on information. There was no DSC off button for us to toggle. 
Actually, that’s something that Sean “fixed” for us ahead of time. He 
said he disconnected the yaw sensor so the car still had anti-lock 
brakes, but no traction control. The normal stability control was very 
limiting. Sean made the choice to see the Runoff be a competition of 
who can drive the goofy car the fastest instead of who can operate 
within the limits of the nannies most efficiently. 

Once I got behind the wheel, I forgot about how short the car was. 
Upon confirming that there was nothing to do but put it in D and 
don’t suck, I was ready for my turn.

First thing I noticed was the lame acceleration – easily the slowest 
car from 0-60 in the parking lot that day. To the Smart car’s credit, 
it kept that same rate of acceleration all the way through that drag-
race start. Turning in to the first element, a right-left at moderate 
speed, the car more or less went where I put it. The steering was 
light with little feedback. It was an exercise of feeling with my butt 
and cross-referencing that with the data my eyes were collecting. 
Without quality steering feedback, gauging understeer was a job for 
the ears. At the end of the throttle pedal’s range of travel, there was 
a switch/button for just a little bit more “go”. When on a straight, I 
would need to remind myself to get full use of the accelerator. 

To my surprise, 
with the 
yaw sensor 
disabled, the 
car would 
rotate. The 
front end would 
go where 
pointed while 
the back end 
would slide, 
allowing for 
car to change 
direction 
and corner much faster than if the stability control were in the 
loop. When too much rotation was asked of the car, it would do 
a humiliating snap into a spin. “Turn-in, nice rotation, ooh more 
rotation, uh-oh this feels like too much yaw but it’s no big deal, oh 
no it really is too much, apply counter steer, crap now I’m facing 
backwards.” 

When asked if I thought I put in at least one fast lap, I emphatically 
stated that I did not. When asked what I thought of the car and if it 
was fun, I replied, “The car is difficult to drive.” I knew that a fast lap 
would be a finesse of just enough mid-corner rotation with no major 
mistakes. I had an impossible time getting the car to rotate enough 
to be fast.

One week later – yes the Smart was fun. It was a lot of fun. I’d be 
happy to spend a full day with it. Many thanks go out to Autobahn 
Dismantling for the awesome cars and their generosity toward the 
club. I can’t wait until next year’s Runoff.
